News from the Front Desk

April is National Library month and in honor of this celebration the SLO County
Library Is sponsoring April 8 Food For Fines. All SLO Libraries including the
Nipomo Library will waive $1.00 of late fines or hold/ request fees during the week of
April 13 -17 for each can or package of nonperishable food you bring in and donate
to the Library. Acceptable Items include canned food, dry soup, canned vegetables,
canned fruit, canned tuna and other canned meats. Also wanted are peanut butter,
pasta, rice ,beans or cereal. Food For Fines does not apply to fines for lost, or
damaged Library materials.

There is still time to sign up children ages 4 7 12 for the Cover to Cover Club
Reading Program. Children are to read five books or have had five books read to
them and earn a certificate for a free IN-AND-OUT Burger of their choice. Ask at
the front desk.

Popular TV programs and classic DVDs are often difficult to obtain at the Library
because our materials are available throughout the Black Gold Library System for
requests from other Libraries. Now, however, there have been new purchases made
for Express DVDs , bearing a green label, that will only be available for our Nipomo
Library patrons. The DVDs are free for check out and are available for one week.

Budget cuts have created a $150,000 shortfall for County Public Libraries and those

cuts are already having an impact on Library hours, staff size and the purchase of

new materials. At the same time library usage is up. In response to this crisis, the
Foundation of SLO County Public Libraries has announced a fundraising campaign

that will allow county residents more afterhours access to their Libraries. There goal

is to raise $25,000. Funds will go to Online magazine and newspaper subscriptions,
Wireless Internet access at all Libraries for your laptop in the Library or in the Library
parking lot. Also funding will provide public workshops to help you learn to use the
